— ~ Purpose
To encourage students at National Taipei University of Education (referred
to as "the university") to obtain foreign language proficiency certifications
and enhance their language abilities, these guidelines, titled
"Implementation Guidelines for Incentives for National Taipei University of
Education Students Passing Foreign Language Proficiency Examinations"
(referred to as "these guidelines"), have been established.

~ Eligibility

These guidelines apply to students enrolled in the university's regular day
programs. Students who pass foreign language proficiency examinations and
obtain certification documents during their academic studies are eligible to
apply for incentives.

= ~ Incentive Criteria
Students in the regular day programs of all study levels may apply for
incentives for various language levels. However, English-related
departments/International Degree Programs are not eligible to apply for the
Level 1 (B1) incentive for English proficiency. The specific conversion
table for different foreign language proficiency levels is provided in the
attached document. Non-native students can only apply for incentives for
languages other than their official nationality language.

7z ~ Incentive Categories

(- )Registration Fee Subsidy (Level 1):



1. Students who pass any foreign language proficiency examination
will be granted a subsidy covering half of the registration fee, with a
maximum of NT$1,000 per application.

2. Students can receive this incentive a maximum of twice per year.
The number of incentives for different languages should be
combined. Students from low-income households, middle-low
income households, and students with disabilities can submit
supporting documentation for verification, and the subsidy limit is
set at NT$3,000. The principle is to provide the subsidy for the first
application.

(= )Incentive (Level 2 to Level 4):

1. For English proficiency examinations, students can only receive the
incentive for each level once. Subsequent applications must be at a
higher level than the previous application, and the test results must
be obtained after the previous application.

2. After meeting the qualification requirements, students must
complete at least one full-English course at the university and earn
credits to be eligible for the incentive. For each additional course
taken, an additional NT$1,000 incentive will be granted, with a
maximum of two additional courses per student.

I ~ Application Procedure
Students who wish to apply for these incentives should first log their test
results in the Student Learning Portfolio System, set the certification record
as public, and then submit the following documents to the Teaching
Development Center:

(- ) Completed application form.



(= ) Copy of the foreign language proficiency certification or test score
report. If the name on the certification or report is in English, an
additional document (e.g., passport) verifying the English name should
be provided for verification.

(= ) Proof of registration fee payment (only for those applying for
registration fee subsidies).

(= ) Copy of the applicant's bank account cover.

(Z ) Proof of credits earned from completing full-English courses (only for
those applying for English proficiency incentives).

= ~ Application Deadlines

(- ) For certifications obtained in the first semester (August 1st to January
31st), applications should be submitted to the Teaching Development
Center by the end of February of the following year. Graduating
students should complete their applications before December 31st, and
students with deferred graduation are not subject to this deadline.

(= ) For certifications obtained in the second semester (February Ist to July
31st), applications should be submitted to the Teaching Development
Center by the end of September of the same year. Graduating students
should complete their applications before June 30th, and students with
deferred graduation are not subject to this deadline.

(= ) Applications for incentives at Level 2 to Level 4 are not subject to the
deadlines mentioned above and will be reviewed on a rolling basis.

= ~ The necessary funds for these incentives will be provided from the relevant
budget items of the Ministry of Education's programs. The incentive amount

may be adjusted based on the overall financial situation of the university.
